Surrey Mounties will also take part in the
historic Cloverdale Rodeo and Country Fair Parade which winds its way through the
streets of Cloverdale on Saturday, May 21°. The highlight of the weekend will be a
special tribute during the 2pm Saturday, May 21%, afternoon rodeo performance where
Surrey Mayor Dianne Watts will salute the foundation of the RCMP in Surrey.
